Electronic publishing
arc those publications, which are available on CD-ROMs or on the
Internet. The electronic documents, which are available on CD-ROM,
are referred as offline documents while those on the Internet are known
as online documents. The digital resources in libraries are E- books
(clectronic version of printed books)like text book picture books,
moving picturc books, multimedia books, hypermedia books,
intelligent electronic books, telemedia books and cyber books; E-
Journal, E-Thesis (thesis in clectronic format); E- Newspapers and
newsletters: E- magazines, E-reference sources like dictionaries,
almanacs, encyclopedias and other reference sources available online in
full-text; Statistical sources; sound recording and image database (Arts,
Maps etc); E- indexes; Web OPAC: Database; Webpage, Library
Consortia; etc.

All type of documents arc available through internet or network.
Publishing industry has been heavily depending on it. In formally we
can divide all available resources in two categories i. . paid resources,
open access resources.

Infrastructure for Scholarly Content is a project funded by Ministry of
Human Resources Development (MHRD) under its National Mission
on Education through ICT. It is extending selected e- resources (o the
college libraries of India which is under 2F/12B Section of UGC Act.
This prigramme is jointly executed by the UGC-INFONET Digital
Library Consortium, INFLIBNET Centre and the INDEST-AICTE
Consortium, 11T Dell It provides;
